Core Help

The Holy Spirit: Who Is He?

Goal: The goal of this study is to enable students to gain a better, more comprehensive Biblical
understanding of who the Spirit is and the various ways He interacts with us.

Openers:

e When you think about the Holy Spirit, what comes to mind?

e |n what ways listed have you experienced the Spirit before?

Scripture

e Break into 6 smaller groups (pairs or individuals) and assign each group four of the

following passages.

e Ask each group to go through their passages and write down their responses to the
following 3 observation/interpretation questions for each passage. Give 10 minutes

e After everyone is finished, have each group report out on their thoughts.

e Write everyone’s findings down on butcher paper or a white board (be sure to at least list
the insights listed below along with the additional insights they generate)

Present @ Creation, Had a role in Creation

The source of creativity, wisdom, understanding, knowledge

e \What are ways as a Core that you think we can help each other continue to know and
experience the Spirit?
Closing Activity:

e Get back into the groups and each share your answer to this question:
How would you personally like to better know and experience the Spirit this year?

e Wrap up by praying for each other about how each would like to experience the Spirit.
